EAST BAY CHARTER TOWNSHIP

BOARD OF TRUSTEES – REGULAR MEETING - OCTOBER 9, 2006

PRESENT:

Thirty-six guests were in attendance.

Supervisor Lile called the meeting order at 6:30p.m.  Roll call was taken and quorum was present.  The Pledge of Allegiance was declaimed.

Review for Conflict of Interest

No conflict of interest declared.

Consent Calendar: A motion was made by Friend/ Strait to approve the consent calendar as presented along with the attached check register summary.  The motion was approved with no opposition.  
Public Comment (for items on the agenda):  None presented.

Reports:

Supervisor Lile reported that Station Nine had just gone through a very ridged inspection, passing the first time!  He also reported that the Land Use and Transportation group was going ahead and looking at bids to pick a consultant.

Clerk Courtade reported that the Judge assigned to the Gee case will require that she (Gee) relinquish retirement funds to the township.  She also reported that her office is preparing for the November 7th election and have sent out many absentee ballots.

Treasurer Bartlett had provided a written report to the Board.

Trustee Friend reported that consensus of the Planning Commission, at their September 16th meeting, was to suggest that the Township Board adopt the Standards of Conduct that had been provided by the attorney, she also reported that the joint meeting had gone well. Also, that the planning commission would review, in 2007, the N. Three Mile/Munson Road corridor, as to zoning possibilities.  Finally, Friend reported that Chuck Billadeau would receive a distinguished service award at the County Planning meeting/banquet in November.    
Trustee LaRose reported that the first meeting of the lakes overlay committee had gone well and that they would be meeting again October 30, 2006 at 6:30pm.  
Deputy Davidson reported that a report had not yet been generated for the month of September; he also reported that Carlisle Road parking had become an issue again.
Karen Robinson, Station Nine, reported that there had been 48 calls in September, and that the new tanker arrived with training in progress.
County Commissioner Underwood had provided a written report.

New Business:

1.  Resolution Approving Capitalization of Additional Interest 

A motion was made by Strait/Friend to approve the resolution approving capitalization of additional interest from the construction bonds for the Septage Treatment Facility.  Roll call vote; Friend – yes, Bartlett – yes, Strait – yes, LaRose – yes, Courtade – yes, Lile – yes.  The motion was approved.

2.  Resolution 2006-33 for Sewer/Water Waiver   

Harry Luzius, township engineer explained that this resolution was to establish a mechanism, with conditions, to allow a developer to construct homes prior to the construction and turnover of municipal sewer and water systems.  Questions and concerns from the Board were as follows
· Will the developer come before the board?

· Is escrow required, in case a developer does not put in sewer/water after the homes (with waivers) are constructed?

· What if four homes are built on one acre and the project doesn’t move forward; would there be room to put in wells and septics?

· Consensus of the board is to look at each application separately.

A motion was made by Friend/LaRose to table review and action on resolution 2006-33 until the November Regular Meeting.  The motion passed with no opposition.   The Board instructed Luzius to redraft the document, addressing the concerns brought up at this meeting, and to forward the resolution to Attorney Ford for review and comment, prior to the November meeting.  

3. Proposed Road Names for East Bay Estates Residential Site Condominium Subdivision  

A motion was made by Strait/Bartlett to approve the following private road names for East Bay Estates Residential Site Condominium Subdivision; Estate Valley Drive, Red Maple Lane, and Oak Ridge Lane.  The motion was approved with no opposition.

4. Resolution 2006-31 in Support of Police Protection Millage    
This resolution is in support of the Police Protection Millage request which will be on the November 7, 2006 general election ballot.  Commissioner LaRose felt that approving this resolution would be redundant, as the Board has already approved the ballot verbiage.  A motion was made by Strait/Courtade to approve resolution #2006-31.  Roll call vote; Courtade – yes, Strait – yes, McAllister – yes, Bartlett – yes, LaRose – no, Friend – yes, Lile – yes.  The motion passed 5-1.

5. Dilago Properties – Lateral Fee Agreement Clarification; Craig Pauly

Craig Pauly explained that he was before the Board to obtain clarification and assurances that a lateral fee reimbursement agreement will be available, specifically; what the duration of the agreement will be, what would the cost of living or inflation adjustments be, and what if any exemptions from wetlands would occur.  Board discussion ensued with questions to Pauly and to Attorney Ford.  A motion was made by Friend/LaRose to give assurances to Craig Pauly, Dilago Properties, that the duration of the lateral fee agreement would be fifteen years and further that the inflation adjustment utilized would be the CPI as determined by the entire country.  Roll call vote; Strait – yes, Friend – yes, LaRose, - yes, Bartlett – yes, Courtade – no, Lile – yes.  The motion passed 5-1.        
6. Request for Liquor License: Hooters Restaurant; Jack Ogden, Michigan Liquor Control Commission

Hooters Restaurant is requesting, from the Michigan Liquor Control Commission, to transfer a Class C Liquor License from Columbus Township, St Clair Shores to East Bay Charter Township, Grand Traverse County.  They are seeking local approval from the Township.  A motion was made by Strait/Friend to approve a resolution granting the request to transfer the Class C liquor license, with dance permit, to Hooters Restaurant in East Bay Charter Township.  Roll call vote; Bartlett – yes, Strait – yes, LaRose – yes, Courtade – yes, Friend – yes, Lile – yes.  The motion passed with no opposition.

7. Request for Liquor License: Traverse City North Stars Junior A Hockey Organization; Courtney Phillips, General Manager and Joe Quandt, Attorney

Quandt and Phillips explained to the Board that the North Stars were requesting permission to apply to the State of Michigan for a Class C Liquor License, for use at Centre Ice Arena.  The North Stars have contacted the State and a license is available.  The North Star organization has stated that their intent is to limit the sale of liquor to be sold on the days of the North Star home games, of which there are 29 this year.  It will also be utilized during the seven (7) days of Red Wing Camp and for a few annual fund raising events.  Board discussion ensued with questions to the applicants.  A motion was made by Courtade/Bartlett to table the request so as to notify the   residents in the vicinity of Center Ice of the request, prior to the November regular meeting.   The motion passed with no opposition.
8. Holiday Road Improvement Update; Glen Lile, Supervisor
Mary Lajko, Grand Traverse County Road Commission, gave a brief overview of the project to date; as Holiday Road is designated a local road, by state law the Road Commission can participate in a 50 percent match on the construction of the road improvements.

Having received 13 proposals from consulting surveyors to complete the needed field work, with the lowest one being $19,325, the road commission is recommending going ahead with the survey as soon as possible.  The survey cost will be absorbed by East Bay and Acme Townships.  A memorandum dated 09/29/06, from Mike Dillenbeck, indicates that the project will be a priority for the Road Commission’s 2007 budget. 
Public comment was as follows:

· Kurt Horton, 2932 Holiday Road, indicated support for the Special Assessment District (SAD), dependant on who would be included in it.  He also felt that increase traffic controls should be part of the improvements, specifically speed controls, and perhaps load limit enforcements.

· Kay Lassila, 3654 Village Circle Drive, spoke as a representative of Friends of East Bay.  Lassila indicated the groups support of the SAD, and also encouraged that 5’ to 6’ shoulders be incorporated into the design for pedestrian and bike access to the tart trail.   

· Rick Coates, 2966 Holiday Road, had lobbied against a SAD in the past, but indicated that he would be for an SAD that included all who used the road.  He also spoke about the traffic and the speed of vehicles on the road; he suggested that perhaps a four way stop could be place just west of Mount Holiday, to serve as a traffic calming tool.    
· Jack Porter, 4159 North Spider Lake Road, reminded the Board that there are a lot of roads in the township that need attention.

· Cathy Odom, 3838 Manchester Road, indicated support of a SAD is all users are included.

· Lou Maynard, 3443 Village Circle Drive, felt that the township should move forward, but also indicated that Prouty Road should also be looked at.

· John Hoopfer, 3639 Village Circle Drive, spoke regarding the terrible condition of the road; potholes, flooding, and unsafe driving conditions, he indicated support of a SAD that would include all who benefit from the use of Holiday Road.   
Supervisor closed public comment and Board discussion ensued;

Supervisor Lile indicated that the SAD would include all that benefit from the use of Holiday Road; approximately 650 parcels in East Bay and approximately 450 in Acme Township.  

Trustee Friend had several concerns regarding the scope of the SAD; how will the area of the special assessment district be established? Is it legal to include properties in a SAD that do not have frontage on the subject road? Will there be different rates for road frontage parcels versus off road parcels?  What if 51% of the residents on Holiday Road don not sign petition and the majority of the off road do?   

Bill Kurtz, Acme Township Supervisor, informed the board that the Acme board had approved the spending of funds on the survey.

Attorney Dick Ford indicated that from the research he had conducted thus far, off road parcels can become part of a SAD if those residents benefit from the road improvement.  He further indicated that different levels of sharing is allowed, based on the benefits to the residents.   

Harry Luzius, Township Engineer, indicated that the cost of the survey could be put into the SAD; he further recommended that the township move forward with the survey, to allow it to be completed this year.

A motion was made by Friend/Larose to hold a informal meeting with the involved residents and the Township, with notices to be sent out and to also be advertised in the record eagle, Community Calendar, radio, and the Township Website, and further, that Attorney Ford investigate the legality of including parcels that do not have frontage on Holiday Road in the SAD, and further, that the township gather additional information on the level of commitment from the Road Commission. The East Bay Townships portion of the cost of the survey would be $12,390.00.
  The motion passed with no opposition.

A motion was made by Strait/Bartlett to approve the East Bay Township portion of the survey cost for Holiday Road.  Roll call vote; Courtade – yes, Strait – yes, Bartlett – yes, LaRose – no, Friend – no, Lile – yes.  The motion passed 4 -2.  
9. Northern Michigan Environmental Action Council; Request for Contribution: Glen Lile, Supervisor

No action taken.

10. Appointment of Election Commission: Sue Courtade, Clerk

Sue Courtade explained that currently the Township Clerk, Treasurer, and Supervisor are acting as the Election Commission.  As the township is now charter, two (2) trustees must serve with the clerk; Courtade is requesting that the Board accept the appointment of Butch Strait and Dale McAllister to the positions.  A motion was made by Friend/LaRose to appoint Strait and McAllister to serve with Courtade on the Election Commission.  The motion passed with no opposition.

11. Resolution supporting the Safe Routes to School Grant Funding: Glen Lile, Supervisor and Sue Courtade, Clerk

A motion was made by Strait/Courtade to approve the Resolution supporting the Safe Routes to School Grant Funding.  Roll call vote; Courtade – yes, Strait – yes, Bartlett – yes, LaRose – yes, Friend – yes, Lile – yes.  The motion passed unanimously.
Public Comment (for issues not in the agenda)

Donna Hornberger, 6730, Mission Ridge, announced that she was the Democratic Candidate for District One (1) of the Grand Traverse County Commission.

Jack Porter, 4159 N. Spider Lake Rd., spoke regarding the problems he was having in selling is house, specifically the tagging of the dock across the street from his property.

A motion was made by Friend/Bartlett to adjourn the meeting.  The motion passed with no opposition.  Supervisor Lile adjourned the meeting at 9:40p.m.
