REGULAR MEETING

NOVEMBER 13, 2006

Meeting called to order at 6:34 p.m. by Supervisor Lile.  Roll call was taken and a quorum was present.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Motion by Friend/McAllister to approve the Consent Calendar with the exception of the October 9, 2006 board minutes.  Payroll checks # 41212 thru 41285 need to be included in the Consent Calendar as well as the Invoice Approval List with checks # 3849-3854 from the General Fund.  Motion passed.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Supervisor Lile asked that all cell phones be silenced or shut off, no side comments be made and that those wishing to speak should provide their name and address clearly.

John Porter of 4159 N Spider Lake Road had recently submitted a FIOA request for the township attorney bills for 2005-2006.  The documents he requested were redacked showing no detail information.  Mr. Porter felt that he should be entitled to this information.  He still would like the issue regarding his property dealt with by the township.

Mark Gallea of 502 N Cedar Street introduced himself to the board.  He recently purchased the Clock Restaurant and will be putting in G’S Pizzeria.

Tom Shumar of 573 Lake 5 Drive asked the board if they would consider continue funding of TCTV2.

Jeannie Cole of 606 High Lake Road had questions regarding the process for receiving bids.
Public comment closed at 6:45 p.m.

REPORTS


Supervisor Lile reported that the township roof is completed and the insulation has been blown in the attic.  The dedication of the new Court House was today.  Clerk Courtade reported that the township has received the final payment for full restitution from Jan Gee.  The fourth election for this year was recently concluded with 58% voter turnout.  Courtade thanked Matt Courtade and Clarence Smith for their dedication in helping with traffic control during the election on November 7th.  One of the election inspectors became a grandpa during the day of the election.  Treasurer Bartlett reported that the web site is up and running.  To date 3,000 visitors have viewed this web site.  Bartlett asked that the boards and commissions send their minutes to her department for placement on the web.  County Commissioner Margaret Underwood reported the dedication of the Robert P. Griffin Hall of Justice at the new 86th District Court House.  Underwood encouraged the public to visit this new building.  Deputy Davidson gave the Sheriff Department report.  There were 217 complaints in East Bay Township for the month of October.  Karen Robinson from the Fire Department reported an average month for October.  Terry Flynn was appointed the new Assistant Chief in OPS and Training at the Metro Fire Department.   Robinson reminded the public that with the weather change to be mindful of checking batteries, furnace filters and those who burn wood (stoves/fireplaces) to burn hot once a month.  Township engineer Harry Luzius reported that East Bay Estates has gotten sewer and water permits.  Luzius has presented the board with a contract to look at and make a decision at a future meeting regarding the Holiday Road project.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Request for Liquor License - Traverse City North Stars Jr. A Hockey Team - C Phillips.



PUBLIC COMMENT SYNOPSIZED 

· Dennis Phillips of 519 E. Blue Water Drive is the President of Centre ICE.  He gave the positive reasons for the liquor license being granted to the North Stars at Centre ICE.

· Marsha Wheaton of 1720 Pergola Avenue expressed her concerns about debri, garbage and the disregard for stop signs.

· Dale Bluemel of 1733 Carlisle Farms Drive is an office in the US Coast Guard.  He expressed his concerns regarding the availability of alcohol.

· Joanne Merkel of 1737 Chartwell Drive expressed her concerns regarding traffic and the disregard for stop signs.

· Jennifer Steinorth of 1679 Pergola Avenue expressed her concerns regarding traffic and the disregard for stop signs.  She also felt that liquor licenses should be granted to commercial areas rather than residential.

· Arlene Bassett of 1332 Carlisle Road expressed her concerns about debri and alcohol consumption.

· Kevin Endres of 1708 Pergola Avenue expressed the positive issues for having the liquor license given to the North Stars.  The license should also be a positive to area businesses.

· Joe Quandt - Attorney for the North Stars informed the board on the positive side of the North Stars being given the liquor license.  He touched on the fact that the people drinking would be served a maximum of two beers, issued a wrist band to keep track of the number issued, there would be controlled sales in specific areas and no beverages in the stands at the arena.

· Jerry Seymour of 1716 Pergola Avenue expressed his concerns regarding who makes the decision for the North Stars receiving the liquor license and, if the Liquor Control Commission issues the license, would there be restrictions on usage of alcohol in specific areas this license could be used at.

· Len Endres of 1290 Rasho Road addressed the board stating that Centre ICE would be strict in the license usage and would take strong measures to make sure all the rules would be followed accordingly.

· Sally Seymour of 1716 Pergola Avenue expressed her concerns about alcohol consumption.  

· George VanKersen of 515 High Lake Road is the owner of Peegeo’s Restaurant.  He expressed the positive issues in having a liquor license.

Public comment closed at 7:23 p.m.

Further discussion followed with the board and the audience regarding the pros and cons of issuing the liquor license for the North Stars at Centre ICE.   
The board meeting recessed at 8:03 p.m. and reconvened at 8:08 p.m.

 Motion by Friend/Strait to approve the resolution to allow a Class C liquor license to the North Stars with the following limitations: and to include a letter suggesting the liquor commission consider the following limitations:

· Restricted to the home games only 

· Serve alcohol at Centre ICE yearly auction

· The North Stars would voluntarily agree to the proposed recommendations.  These recommendations would be put in a letter and given to the township by Attorney Quandt

Roll call vote:  Strait, yes; LaRose, yes; Courtade, no; Bartlett, no; McAllister, yes; Friend, yes; Lile, no.  Motion passed with 4 yes and 3 no.

Resolution For Sewer and Water Waiver

Motion by Strait/McAllister to table this resolution for sewer and water waiver until the December town board meeting allowing the engineer Harry Luzius, Jay Kilpatrick, and the attorney to reach a consensus.  Motion passed unanimously with 7 yes and 0 no.

Motion by Strait/McAllister to approve the bid from Johnson Excavating for the snow plowing for the 2006-2007 winter season.  Motion passed unanimously with 7 yes and 0 no.

Request for Approval - Waste Hauling, Bids for Compactor Station


Board discussion followed.  Motion by McAllister/Strait to approve the bid from American Waste for the compactor station waste hauling.  This bid is for $940.00 for each pull for 100 yard and $375.00 for each pull for 40 yard and is for a three year contract.  Roll call vote:  Friend, yes; McAllister, yes; Bartlett, yes; Courtade, yes; LaRose, yes; Strait, yes; Lile, yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

Application for Conveyance - Sugar Beach Resort and the Villas at Grand Beach

Motion by McAllister/Bartlett to send this application for Conveyance - Sugar Beach Resort and Villas at Grand Beach to the Planning Commission to study the trends on properties on the bay and recommendation of the resolution.  Motion passed unanimously with 7 yes and 0 no.  

Zoning Ordinance Amendments - Ordinance #3-06

This is the first reading.  No action was taken.  Courtade asked that consistency be used in using such words as principal and principle in this zoning ordinance.

Approval of the October 9th Board Minutes

Motion by Friend/LaRose to approve the board minutes for October 9, 2006 with the following changes:  (a) an attachment to the minutes of the Check Register Summary for October 9, 2006; (b) Holiday Road Improvement Update - page 5 of these minutes to also state that East Bay Townships portion of the cost of the survey would be $12,390.00.  Motion passed unanimously with 7 yes and 0 no.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Jack Porter of 4159 N Spider Lake Road gave many examples of violations of egress in doorways, etc. in East Bay Township and pointed out that there is no uniform criteria of enforcement of violations and/or the order of determining what order the enforcement would follow.  He also questioned how this enforcement would be uniform within the township.  Mr. Porter stated that the minutes did not reflect what he said about a township planner.  He made the point that the township has a contract planner but does not have a planner on the township payroll.

Bob Olson of 2909 Willsey Road spoke on the Dangerous Building Ordinance.  He pointed out the township needs to get an opinion from the fire marshal or a qualified engineer before they tag a building as dangerous to protect themselves from liability.  Mr. Olson also talked about the zoning ordinance amendment but that he would submit a letter of his concerns to the board to review because the new Zoning Ordinance amendments generally do not consider the fire marshal with changes made.  

Nick Trahair of 1727 Penbroke Drive had concerns regarding the amendment process to the bid process including the snow plow bids.

Clarence Smith of 1086 Rasho Road addressed an earlier comment about moving the recycling center at the compactor station outside the gate.
