Meeting called to order at 10:00 A.M.

One member of the audience inquired about the Township Parks and new equipment that will be constructed in the spring.

Supervisor:
Supervisor Lile gave a brief explanation of the board and their functions to the audience.

Clerk Courtade’s office is preparing for the upcoming election.

Treasurer: Treasurer Bartlett has been working on the TCAPS fees for Tax Collection.
Trustees:
Trustee Friend organized a meeting held last week between various officials from area boards; this was a quasi meeting of sorts attended by members of local government and several Board of Education members.  Friend will give a more detailed report soon.

1.) Metro Act 57 update- Beth

Friend stated that the last meeting she attended for Metro was very informative.  She identified the acts as they pertain to the Metro Fire Department and feels that the Metro system could be improved with the adoption of Act 57.  It was determined that the three townships currently making up Metro (Garfield, Acme and East Bay) will each have two members of their Township Board sit on the new Metro Board.  As Metro expands and grows, representative of these boards would be added, and adjusted to allow for representation of all the townships.  Friend states that the goal is to have Act 57 in place by summer.  
2.) Park Property Inquiry- Glen

Supervisor Lile gave a history of the three parcels of land on Spider Lake off of Peninsula Trail.  These properties were deeded to the Township in 1948-49.  Supervisor Lile has received an inquiry from a neighboring landowner requesting an opportunity to purchase a portion of this land. Questions were asked relating to does the township desire to sell any property deeded to the township?  Would providing access to the shore make this a desirable location for Park use? Was the intent of the persons donating this land to have the township sell the property?  The Board discussed that it may be best to turn this over to the Townships Park Commission to look into.  
Friend made a motion to send this request and any supporting information to the Parks Board and that they would report back to the Township Board with a recommendation.  Bartlett seconded the motion.

Goodrich would like to notify the owners of property surrounding these parcels of any meeting held to discuss this request.

Friend amended her motion to include the notification to owners of property surrounding these parcels and Bartlett seconded.

Public Comment: 

The class presented to the Township an American Flag mobile they made to represent the three areas of government.  

The board was asked about school funding. 
And was asked to explain how tax collection is separated to various funds.  
Also the board was questioned how much money was in the Parks Budget.
