REPORTS

Reports were presented by the Supervisor, Clerk, Treasurer, Trustees, Planning Commission, Assessing Department, Sheriff Department, Fire Department and Engineer.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Community Police Funding

Under Sheriff Nate Alger gave a presentation to the board regarding staffing with two deputies.  Two deputies provide more efficient and broader coverage in comparison to sharing one deputy between two departments.  He reviewed the sheriff departments stance on funding two deputies or a shared deputy between townships.  Alger would review and forward any potential funding for the deputies but the ultimate decision rests with the township board.  Motion by McAllister/Strait to increase the sheriff’s line item by $46,000 and additionally move $3,500 from the budgeted contingency to the sheriff’s line item to total $49,500 and to ask the sheriff department to do a marketing PR program.     Roll call vote:  McAllister, yes; Strait, yes; LaRose, yes; Friend, yes; Bartlett, yes; Courtade, yes; Lile, yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

Purchase and Bid Policy



This policy controls the expenditure of funds for supplies, parts, repairs, services, training and equipment for the normal and routine operation of East Bay Charter Township, including all contracted outside services.  Motion by Courtade/Bartlett to adopt the Purchasing and Bid Policy with the changes on number eight (8) recommended by the township attorney.  Roll call vote:  Courtade, yes; Bartlett, yes; Strait, yes; LaRose, no; McAllister, yes; Friend, yes; Lile, yes.  Motion passed.

 Paragraph should read:  Competitive bidding is not required for purchases of goods or services of less than $1,000 or for professional services.  When the township board decides to use competitive bidding it will follow the bid process as set forth below.  

RFP Committee Formation


Supervisor Lile is putting together an RFP for engineering. He would like to create an interview committee to help with the interviews, and the recommendations back to the board.  Motion by Courtade/LaRose to appoint Strait, Courtade and Lile on this committee with Bartlett as an alternate.  Motion carried.

Dangerous Building Ordinance


The consensus of the Planning Commission Board was that before spending time on developing the definition, the township Board needs to give direction to the Planning Commission specifically as to whether or not the Township Board is interested in pursuing a dangerous building ordinance and if they intend to consider such an ordinance when brought before them.  


Supervisor Lile opened the floor for public discussion.  Clarence Smith of 1086 Rasho Road had concerns.  Lewis Rasho of  901 Rasho Road had concerns.  Brad Ribov of 1910 High Lake Road had concerns.


Motion by Strait/McAllister to drop the issue of the Dangerous Building Ordinance.  Motion carried.  

Various Zoning Ordinance


Reconsideration of Zoning Ordinance Amendments were brought before the board for discussion purposes only.  No action was taken.  Clerk Courtade will put a notice in the Record Eagle of a public hearing for the April township board meeting.

Litigation Update

Motion was made by Strait/McAllister to: 1) Waive any conflicts of interest relating to the law firm of Smith, Haughey, Rice and Rogge so that it may represent the township through its insurance company in the Skipping Stone lawsuit and (2) authorize our township attorneys to represent the township as co-counsel in the Skipping Stone lawsuit.  This motion assumes that the Smith-Haughey law firm does not have a continuing business relationship with the GT Tribe. Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution of Support Request by the Township Parks Commission


A memo was received by the Parks Commission asking for a show of support in concept for the Pines Park.  Motion by Friend/LaRose to table until there is representation at the board meeting from the Parks Commission.  Motion carried.

Disposal of Surplus Equipment (old desk)


In keeping with the Equipment Disposal Policy Supervisor Lile is asking the board the method that should be used in disposing the old desk that was formally in the supervisor’s office.  Motion by Strait/McAllister to advertise the sale of the desk on the township web site for a period of two weeks.   After two weeks if there are no responses  the desk will be donated to Goodwill or to the Father Fred Foundation.  Motion carried.
