McAllister made a motion to accept the consent calendar as presented for August 13, 2007.  Strait seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

Public Comment:
none at this time.

Reports:  
Supervisor, Clerk, Treasurer, and Trustees reports were provided in the Board Packets.

Deputy Rick Davidson from the Sheriff’s Department stated that July was busy with a total of 506 calls.  Deputy Matt Jerome was thanked by Davidson and the Board for his service to the Township since he is leaving the East Bay Township assignment.

Chief Pat Parker from the Metro Fire Department reported that Station 9 had 46 runs.  Some were brush fires because of the dry conditions. Station One is scheduled to open in early November.  He warned that care needed to be taken with any recreational fires since conditions were still very dangerous.

Business:
1.
Metro Fire Truck Resolution

Lile reported that this was passed on February 12, 2007 and language had to be added pertaining to additional loan related documents.  Bartlett made a motion to approve the new Metro Fire Truck Resolution which includes the new language pertaining to the additional loan related documentation, and authorize the supervisor to sign.  Strait seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

2.
Parks Commissioner Appointment

Lile stated that he, Grace Macdonald, Jim Nadeau and John Rudolph from the Parks Commission held interviews for an opening on the East Bay Township Parks Commission and wanted to recommend Laura Truelove to fill the vacancy for a term ending in November 2008.  Lile stated that Truelove wanted to give back to the community and had some grant writing experience.  McAllister moved and Bartlett seconded to approve Laura Truelove to fill the vacancy on the Park Commission for a term ending in November 2008.  The motion passed unanimously

3.
CPO Request Work Week Schedule

Rick Davidson from the Sherriff’s Department proposed changing the Township coverage from five 8 hour shifts per week to four 10 hour shifts per week.  There would still be two officers and Davidson thinks that the longer coverage would be a benefit to both the township and the sherriff’s department.  LaRose asked about weekend coverage and Davidson replied that weekend coverage would be improved with a new schedule. Lile asked if an hour by hour call volume could be seen. Davidson agreed to supply that information. Strait made the motion to approve the CPO work schedule change from five 8 hour days to four 10 hour days per week.  McAllister seconded the motion and the motion was unanimously approved.  
4.
DPW Cash Advance Request

Bartlett reported that she received a package from Dean Bott regarding the DPW cash advance request and it seems that Bott is not in favor of ACH payments from the township.  There was a discrepancy in the reasoning for this disfavor as indicated by Strait and Bartlett who were given two different reasons by the DPW.  Bartlett has contacted other townships but has only received one reply regarding the issue.  Bartlett was told that the DPW would have to bill the township five times per month if it changed to ACH payments.  Strait made a motion to table the matter until Dean Bott from the DPW could attend a meeting. La Rose supported the motion and the motion to table was unanimously approved.
5.
Proposed Road Name: Tranquil Point Road - Grand Traverse County GIS Dept. 

GIS of Grand Traverse County had a request from Doug Mansfield of Mansfield & Associates regarding the naming of a private road in the proposed Rennie Lake Shores Condominium project. The name “Tranquil Point Road” has been proposed.  Bartlett made a motion to accept the name “Tranquil Point Road” and McAllister seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

6.
Liquor License Transfer Request: Golden Chopsticks

Lile reported that the liquor license transfer request for Golden Chopsticks restaurant was before the board because of a change of stockholders.  Yeng Vang and Judy Song would be replaced with Seng Lee as the new stockholder.  Barteltt made a motion to approve the request for a liquor license transfer for Golden Chopsticks restaurant.  McAllister seconded the motion and upon a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously. 
7.
Engineer Request for Qualifications
Lile stated that he went through an extensive interview process for a new engineer of record for East Bay Charter Township and thanked Butch Strait and Sue Courtade for helping.  Lile recommended Wade Trim to be the engineer of record for the township and that Brian Sousa would be the engineer with which the township would work.  Strait reported to other Board members that Brian was good to work with and that he heard many other positive recommendations from other communities that Brian Sousa and Wade Trim worked well both out in the field and from the office. Lile stated that one interview question pertained to a job that the company thought did not go well and Lile said he was impressed with Wade Trim’s answer and that it showed good problem solving skills. A motion was made by LaRose and seconded by Bartlett to accept the recommendation from the Engineering Committee to accept Wade Trim as engineer of record for East Bay Charter Township effective immediately.  The motion carried unanimously. 
8.
Omni Hospitality - Cherry Tree Inn Mitigation/Restoration Proposal - Gens Park

Lile reported that the Cherry Tree Inn graded their beach and part of their sentencing was to replant native species in a public area.  Attorney for Omni Hospitality, Joe Quandt recommended that the work be done in Gens Park.  The five year plan was brought to the Board and then sent to the Parks Commission for action on their August agenda.  The Parks Commission voted to refuse the work at Gens Park.  John Rudolph of the Parks Commission explained that the proposed map was very difficult to see and that the term “invasive species” came to attention.  The Parks Commission had several reservations about that and about sending the wrong message to others who may want to “groom” their beach.  The Parks Commission would like more clarification regarding the specific plantings.  LaRose stated that she would like further information as well pertaining to whether the township can override the MDEQ request. McAllister made the motion to table the request for approval to allow Omni Hospitality/Cherry Tree Inn to perform their required service with the MDEQ and Army Corps of engineers at Gens Park.  Strait seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
9.
June 13, 2007 Special Meeting Minutes

Since Friend is absent, Lile made a motion to table this item until Friend could be present to explain it.  LaRose supported the motion and the motion carried.
10.
Bill Run Cut-Off

Lile reported that the Board packet goes out and bills from the previous month are cut off at noon on the first of the month to provide Board members with a list of pending bills for approval in their packets.  Some of these bills need to be paid, but come in late – after the cut-off.  He suggests running all the bills the Monday before the meeting regardless of the date.  LaRose proposed Friday afternoon before the Monday Board meetings, but the bills list would be separate from the packet.  Bartlett suggests Wednesday before the Monday meeting.  Strait made the motion to change the bill run cut-off date to the Wednesday before a regular Monday Township Board meeting regardless of date.  McAllister seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Public Comment
One person spoke regarding the recently passed computer policy. 

Attorney Jim Young stated that if the Board ever wanted to refuse a liquor transfer, the Board should consult with the attorneys first.
