Friend made a motion to accept the consent calendar as presented for September 10, 2007.  Strait seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Supervisor: Report included in packet.

Clerk:
Sue Courtade reported that absentee ballots would be going out next week and any help locating absentee voters would be appreciated.  She also noted that the ad for the Administrative Assistant position was going out later this week.  Courtade also wanted to thank the members of Station #9 personally for their care during her accident. 
Treasurer:
Report included in packet.

Trustees:
Friend reported that the Planning Commission was going through a Master Plan update.  The Planning Commission also discussed the rezoning of portions of the Three Mile corridor.  
Sheriff Department:

Michael Shea introduced himself as the new Sheriff Department liaison to East Bay Township.  He reported that in the month of August, 117 tickets were issued.  He reported that the total number of citations for the township in August was 418.  

Fire Department:
 Mike Wilkins from the Metro Fire Department reported that there were a total of 55 calls in August. He noted that construction on Station #1 was going well.  Wilkins wanted residents to know that with the change of seasons, chimneys should be cleaned to avoid chimney fires.  The Fire Department will let the township know when it plans to have an open house at the new station.
Engineer:
Brian Sousa from Wade Trim reported that he looked at a water main extension on Carlisle Road and changes in the sanitary sewer system at Chrystal Ridge Estates 

County Commissioner:
 Margaret Underwood reported that budget hearings were ongoing.  She also spoke regarding an open house at the new Maple Bay Park.  The open house will allow the public to present ideas regarding the usage and development in Maple Bay Park.  She noted that River Road would be closed until November and that the next board meeting was going to be held on September 26th at 7pm at the Governmental Center.

Township Attorney:
 Jim Young complemented County Commissioner Underwood and stated that there was a good spirit of cooperation between the county and the township.

Business:
1.
Gens Park - Omni Hospitality/Cherry Tree Inn Mitigation-Restoration Proposal

The Parks Commission has now accepted the Mitigation/Restoration Plan for Gens Park proposed by Omni Hospitality/Cherry Tree Inn.  Attorney Joe Quandt explained that the Parks Commission requested language be inserted into the proposal which states that invasive species will be removed every year for the entire five years of the plan.  
Courtade made a motion to accept the Mitigation/Restoration Plan for Gens Park proposed by Omni Hospitality/Cherry Tree Inn as amended.  Bartlett seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

2.
Rennie Lake Shores Development

Doug Mansfield of Mansfield and Associates explained SPR 6-06 Rennie Lake Shores site condominium proposal.  He stated that he is seeking approval for a site condominium made up of 11 one acre lots with septic and wells along a private road conditioned to the requirements listed in a memo to the Township Board from Jay Kilpatrick dated August 13, 2007. Mansfield also noted that the Fire Department wanted to require in-home sprinklers in all the units because of the Fire Department response time to the remote location.  Strait asked about the possibility of installing a dry hydrant.  Mansfield answered that dry hydrants required lots of maintenance and that lake levels are too low at the present time. Friend asked Township Attorney Young whether any rural fire districts have an ordinance regarding the issue of a sprinkler requirement and response time. Since there is nothing that stipulates rules and regulations regarding the requirement of an in-home sprinkler system and since there is nothing in the ordinance or the fire code that requires an in-home sprinkler system, Friend stated that the approval of the project could not be held up.
Public comment: none

Friend made a motion to table this item and add it as #11 on the agenda to give Township Attorney Young time to prepare a motion which would protect the Township legally.  The motion was seconded by LaRose and the motion carried.
3.
Metro Reorganization - Pat Parker

Pat Parker, Fire Chief, stated that the Grand Traverse Metro Fire Department, at their last Board meeting, voted to reorganize under an Act 57 Authority.  He went on to state that the department is already acting as if they are a governmental entity and that Plante & Moran recommended the reorganization as well. Parker asked for the Township Board’s approval to reorganize under Act 57.  Friend stated that she suggested revisions helped drafting possible articles of incorporation and thinks that the reorganization is necessary. a good idea for the three townships involved. Parker would like for all three townships to come together and discuss the reorganization.  Chuck Judson, the Attorney for the Metro Fire Department stated that draft Articles of Incorporation have already been proposed by his office.  He would like to take all the comments and drafts and incorporate them into one working document and then develop a consensus and hold a joint meeting.  Lile stated that would like to see a special meeting of the Metro Board with an attorney present and have a copy of the consensus beforehand for the Township Supervisor and Township attorney to review.  
Strait made a motion and Friend seconded that this board gives full support to the Grand Traverse Metro Fire Department to reorganize under Act 57 and also wishes to express continuing interest in an emergency services authority dated January 27, 2006 to enter into the negotiations of the final Articles of Incorporation. The motion passed unanimously. 

4.
Update on Boardman River projects - Steve Largent

Steve Largent welcomed Officer Shea and thanked Commissioner Underwood for the work on Maple Bay Park.  He then gave as slide show update to the board which centered on the history, uses, economic impact and restoration of the banks of the Boardman River.  They are currently looking for grants to fund another ten sites for restoration. 
Largent also showed slides of the work being done on the VASA and TART trails and discussed the fate of three dams in the area.  
5. Waterline Holiday Village Rd. - Future right-of-way relocation

Lile reported that a letter, which was a copy of one written in 2003, stated that the previous Township Supervisor agreed that the Township would bear the cost for reinstalling a portion of water main in the future right-of-way of Holiday Village Road.  He went on to state that the waterline was put in at a 6' burying depth and the water line would need to be lowered when the road was eventually connected to Five Mile Road.  Friend asked Township Attorney Young whether or not this was a binding agreement.  Young suggested going back to the minutes to determine if the Township Board formally approved the agreement.  No action was taken at this time.
6.
Section 219 Amendment - Zoning

Zoning Amendments for Mitchell and Baker Creek Overlay and Buffer Strip was proposed to address confusion in the existing ordinance.  
Public comment: None.  
Friend stated that this amendment makes legal what the intent of the Planning Commission was in this particular district.  
Friend made a motion to adopt Ordinance #1-07 of the East Bay Charter Township Zoning Ordinance to amend Section 219 as it pertains to the Mitchell and Baker Creek Overlay and Buffer Strip. Bartlett seconded the motion and upon a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.

7.
Liquor License - Notice of Investigation
Courtade reported that Little Caesars on US 31 is moving and the township received notice that the State of Michigan is investigating the matter because the owners, Saco, Inc., should have come to the Township before transferring any liquor licenses.  Courtade asked that the board consider this as an information only agenda item and that no action needed to be taken at this time.

8. Budget Workshop Dates to Consider 

Lile stated that the Board had three dates in front of them for the 2008 Budget Workshops and wanted the board’s input.  After discussion, September 25th, October 18th and October 30th at 5:30pm were decided upon.

9.
Compactor Trailer Condition, discussion

Lile stated that this item was for discussion only.  He wanted to make the board aware that the blue push out trailer needs work and the red one already had work done to it indicating that they are both in aging condition.  He intends to repair the blue trailer but wants the board to realize what may be coming in the future as far as finances in this budget item.

11.     SPR 6-06 – Rennie Lake Shores
Courtade made the following motion pertaining to SPR 6-06 and Strait

Whereas, 



A.
East Bay Charter Township ordinances do not currently require compliance with fire safety requirements recommended by the fire department for all types of residential development; 

B.
Michigan law mandates that site condo developments and platted subdivisions be treated uniformly; 

C.
On the advice of its legal counsel, the township has determined that it does not have the legal authority to impose sprinkler and water tank requirements on a site condominium project only; and  
D.
The township finds that the Rennie Lake Shores site condominium subdivision application meets the township ordinance standards for a site condominium subdivision. 

BE IT RESOLVED THAT,


Based on the findings of the Planning Commission and the recommendations of the Township Planner, the township finds that Rennie Lake Shores Site Condominium subdivision application is approved subject to conditions 1-8 as contained in Township Planner Kilpatrick’s memo to the Township Board dated August 13, 2007.
