Chairman Nickels called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m.  Role was taken, and a quorum was present.  A motion was made by Bergsma/Hentschel to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was approved.  

New Business
Site Plan Review 2-07; Scott Jozwiak, Elmer’s Engineering;

Pine Tree Court an Attached Condominium Development;  Ken Murray, Owner.
(Previously Approved on September 6, 2005; (file # 12-05); Public Hearing & Action.
Site Plan Review 2-07(12-05); for a proposed attached unit condominium development tentatively entitled Pine Tree Court to be located on parcels number 28-03-219-004-00 and 2/-03-219-000-50, at 2569 and 2527 N. Three Mile Road.  The property is zoned High Density Residential, HDR, and the proposal is for the development of an attached townhouse style community consisting of 24 single family units on the approximately three acre site.    The proposed use is permitted by right in the High Density Residential district subject to site plan review pursuant to Section 820 of the East Bay Charter Township Zoning Ordinance.

Pine Tree Court was previously approved on September 6, 2005.  The approval expired on September 6, 2006 and the applicant is now requesting that the Planning Commission consider the development for a second time.

Scott Jozwiak reported to the Board that the submitted site plan was the exact plan that the Planning Commission had approved in 2005.
Jay Kilpatrick reiterated Jozwiak’s report, indicating that no changes had been made to the originally approved site plan.
Chairman Nickels offered time for public comment, there was none.

Board discussion ensued with a few comments regarding buffering to neighboring parcels.  A motion was made by Hentschel/Bergsma to approve Site Plan 2-07, subject to staff comments/conditions dated March 29, 2007 and also subject to staff comments/conditions from the previous approval, dated August 29, 2005 (Site Plan Review 12-05).  The motion was approved with no opposition.
2. Site Plan Review 5-06; Garden Walk Condominiums; R & R Development, Owner

Request for Extension of Previously Approved Site Plan.  
Garden Walk Condominiums is a four, 2-story, 4 unit condominium project located to the east of Three Mile and north of Vanderlip Road, immediately east of the Forward North Real Estate building.  The property is located with in the HDR, High Density Residential zoning District.  This project was approved, by the Planning Commission, April 4, 2006. (File No. 5-06) 

Bill Crain, Anderson, Crain & Simmer Inc. representing R & R Development, requested a one year extension for Garden Walk.  Mr. Crain indicated that no changes have been made to the previously approved site plan.

A motion was made Bergsma/Hentschel to grant a one year extension for Site Plan 5-06, Garden Walk Condominiums. This approved extension is subject to all conditions of approval set forth on April 4, 2006.  The motion passed with no opposition.
