
EAST BAY CHARTER TOWNSHIP

SPECIAL MEETING

NOVEMBER 3, 2006

Present:  Friend, McAllister, Lile, Courtade, LaRose

Guests in Attendance:  Three

Meeting called to order at 5:31 p.m. by Supervisor Lile.  Roll call was taken and a quorum was present.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

PUBLIC COMMENT

None presented.

APPROVAL OF BIDS - INSULATION FOR THE TOWNSHIP HALL ROOF

Dave Hendges owner of Mariage Roofing Company, Inc. touched on the discrepancies with the existing insulation in the Township Hall.  Pictures were presented to the board showing numerous areas with gaps between the existing insulation.  Hendges stated that there were 6-8” gaps at the end joints between the fiberglass end joints.  There also were two areas 8’ long x 2’ wide between the rafters with no insulation.  This area was above the mechanical room through out the attic insulation.  The fire wall was breached between the mechanical room and the old building.    He has recommended that 6 inches of cellulose insulation be blown in over the entire area of 4,800 sq. ft.   This procedure will improve the heating and cooling costs for the township in the future.   Power venting over the mechanical room was also suggested to the board which will help with heat loss.   The additional costs for this venting will amount to $315.00 which includes $99.00 for a three position fan and $216.00 for the electrical.  Because of the prior roof construction the lower 6’ of roof deck had to be replaced at a cost of $466.00 for materials only.  Hendges touched on the poor condition of the south end roof.  He  stated that by shingling the old part of the building now, and by tying this with the new part at a cost of approximately $22,000, the township would be saving money.  This would be a wise decision at this time because in another nine years the roof would be in complete failure and would cost the township approximately another $45,000.  The total amount would be $66,000 at that time for this roof repair.   Motion by Friend/Courtade to approve the bid from Alpers Insulation for $1,850.00 for adding insulation to the attic of the town hall.  Motion carried.  

The money for this expense will be taken from capital outlay.  Dave Hendges will contact Alpers Insulation and coordinate the time when they can do this insulation job.

RESOLUTION 2006-24A CORRECTION WATER ORDINANCE NO 85-WR AND ORDINANCE NO. 81-100-2

RESOLUTION 2006-25A CORRECTION SEWER ORDINANCE NO. 107

This is the correction and passing of the Sewer and Water Resolution #2006-24 and 2006-25.  It was discovered the aforementioned resolutions were drawn up by the township attorney with the incorrect figures due to the fact that they were inadvertently not supplied with the most updated figures.  The intent of the resolutions was to raise the benefit charges from $3,650.00 to $3,900.00 and to create a rate schedule for Ready to Serve Fire Lines.  Motion by McAllister/Courtade to approve the corrected Resolutions #2006-24a and #2006-25a.  Roll call vote:  McAllister, yes; Friend, yes; Courtade, yes; LaRose, yes; Lile, yes.  Motion passed unanimously.
