REPORTS

Supervisor Lile reported on the memo in the board’s packet from the GT County DPW.  The DPW has researched all of the sewer and water payments for the accounts involved in the Holcomb Court-Townline Road area.  Lile also reported that by the request of Laurie Spencer from the Assessing Department he clarify an assessing issue.  The Assessing Department checked a gentlemans property but also measured his house at the same time.  This gentleman was under the impression his assessment would be changed for the whole house.  It is not.  Once a house is capped any improvements will be added but does not affect the existing tax base.   Clerk Courtade reported working on the year end reports.  She is working with Fund Balance in getting all of last years expenses in the correct year  subsequently a current Revenue and Expense report nor a Budget is available for tonight’s meeting.  Courtade and Bartlett have attended two MTA meetings recently which will provide more thorough service to the citizens and the board.  Deputy Matt Jerome from the Sheriff’s Department reported 295 complaints for East Bay Township in December.  Gary Francisco, Battalion 9 chief, reported 36 runs for the fire department in December.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Streetlight SAD – Second Reading SAD No. 2006-36 Timberhill District # 1 – Tabled due to residents concerns
The costs have been compiled amounting to $900.00 for the streetlight not including the installation of the light.  Some of the residents of Timberhill were in attendance and indicated that they did not receive the first letter from the township regarding this streetlight.   They stated they did not realize they would incur costs for this streetlight. They presented a petition asking for denial of this streetlight.  Motion by Strait/Friend to deny the special assessment district Streetlight SAD No. 2006-36 Timberhill District # 1.  Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

Storm Water control Ordinance, Design and Installation Standards.  Ordinance # 2007-01 Storm Water Ordinance
Kevin McElyea, Drain Commissioner for Grand Traverse County, made a presentation to the board.  The State Attorney Genera wrote that a county lacks the authority to adopt a storm water control ordinance.  The Attorney General also has stated that while municipalities have the statutory authority to provide for the health, safety and welfare of their citizens by way of ordinance, a county has no such broad authority.  Mr. McElyea presented two options to the board.
(1) A proposed ordinance will create a permit process that requires developers to obtain approval of storm water management plans.  For the last 15 years, the county version of this ordinance served the citizens needs for stewardship well.  It was designed to keep storm water problems from happening.  The proposed ordinance follows this intent, except that it incorporates the statutory authority for municipalities to provide for the health, safety and welfare of their citizens by way of ordinance as recommended by the Attorney General.  The Ordinance will adopt the Uniform Storm Water Control Design and Installation Standards for Municipalities of Grand Traverse County.

(2) A second option for municipalities not wishing to adopt an ordinance is to pass a resolution requiring review of development plans by the Drain Commissioner for storm water control compliance prior to issuing a land use permit.

Motion by Friend/Courtade to give the Grand Traverse County Drain Commissioner commitment to move forward with ordinance 2007-1 for consideration in passing in March subject to our attorney’s advice.  Motion passed unanimously..    


LIQUOR LICENSE REQUEST – GRAND TRAVERSE DISTILLERY, KENT RABISH – PRESIDENT


This is a request from Grand Traverse Distillery, L.L.C.for a new Manufacturer of Spirits license to be located at 781 Industrial Circle Suite 5 in East Bay Township.
Motion by Friend/Strait to approve the Resolution 2007-03 Liquor License Request for Grand Traverse Distillery.  Roll call vote:  Friend, yes; Strait, yes; LaRose, yes; Courtade, yes; Bartlett, yes; Lile, yes.  Motion passed.

Motion carried unanimously.

MDOT right of way Performance and Indemnification Resolution 2007-02


East Bay Township has facilities placed in the Michigan Department of Transportation’s (MDOT) right of way that requires an Annual Application and Permit for Miscellaneous Operations Within State Trunkline Right of Way for the year 2007 to be in place.  This allows for much of the maintenance operations, tree trimmings, underground utility operations, aerial utility operations, etc. to be performed by simply requiring the office of East Bay Township to submit an Advance Notice of Permitted Activity in the State Trunkline Right of Way along with a sketch.  An exception to this includes pavement cutting, boring operations, or tree removals which require prior approval by the utilities/permits engineer.  All upgrades or new facilities including bore and jacks require Individual Permits.  Annual permits are issued for one calendar year and there is no cost to the municipality.   A Performance and Indemnification Commitment (resolution) is required.  Motion by Friend/Bartlett to approve MDOT right of way Performance and Indemnification Resolution 2007-02.  Motion passed unanimously.
