New Business:

Appeal Request 1-06: Harold and Deborah Axtell, Owners,
3870 Harold’s Road:  Public Hearing and Action.
Appeal Request 1-06; Harold & Deborah Axtell, owners, on a parcel of land commonly known as 3870 Harolds Road, Traverse City, property identification number 28-03-110-037-00, in the Lakes Area, LA Zoning District.  The request is to construct a 64’ x 32’ (irregular shaped) one-story residential addition onto the existing 24’ x 34’ house, requiring a variance from Section 505 Table Number 1 Yard Setbacks;, specifically a five-foot (5’) front yard variance resulting in a twenty-five foot (25’) setback from the road right-of-way of Harolds Road.  The minimum setback from the road in the LA district for a single family dwelling is thirty feet (30’).  

Harold Axtell spoke to the board and audience regarding their request for a variance, due to the irregular easement road that borders property.  Lot is pie shaped and the need for 5 foot variance is needed to allow property owners remolding of home, with addition that includes a bathroom at this particular part of property.  Deborah Axtell indicated that road is not a county maintained road, with acknowledgement by board regarding this fact.

Board discussion ensued, questions regarding setback from the water, the septic system, and setback from the Spider Lake.  It was agreed that questions and concerns by the board had been satisfied.  A motion was made by Hembrough/McAllister to approve Appeal Request 1-06 with the Special Condition #2 having been clearly demonstrated to the board.  The motion was approved.
