New Business:

A. Appeals Request 3-06: Karen J. Ward Trust; Public Hearing and Action.

The request is to construct a 23 x 13 one story residential addition onto the existing 36 x 34 house, requiring a variance form Section 505 Table Number I Yard Setbacks; specifically a seven foot side yard variance resulting in a three foot setback from the easterly side of lot line.  The minimum setback from the side yard lot line in the LA district for a single family dwelling is ten feet.

· Mr. and Mrs. Ward spoke regarding appeal request, stating reasons for hearing.  Owners are living in small home, and wish to add and remodel to have greater living space.  Current square footage is small, and plans are to add a bedroom and bathroom.  The applicants wish to maintain view of lake.
Board discussion ensued, with Houseman questioning setback on east side of home, and comments regarding variance and its conformity, with discussion of asking of different variance and its conformity. A motion was made by Hembrough/Hentschel to approve Appeal Request 3-06; Karen J. Ward Trust, as requested.  All Basic Conditions had been met with the Special Condition being # 1; “where there are practical difficulties which prevent full compliance with the requirements of this ordinance...”  The motion passed without opposition.
